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The Yacht Overview

Olympia is a 23 -meter fly -bridge yacht with modern lines that really are exciting and stylish in the making and

will not look out of fashion for many years to come. Buil t by the long established and very reputab le Taiwanese
TACHOU shipyard and designed by an internationally recognized boat designer, it also has fresh, modern
interiors that are teak, stained walnut, light beige leather.

One of the great things about Olympia is that it relies on a couple of effic ient 811ct Caterpillars engines and the
finest in navigation equipment with Raymarine fit out. A luxury 4.2 meter Tender with a 40HP Suzuki Engine (4
stroke) allowing beaching and shallow water access in full safety as well as enabling up to 6 guests to re ach the
most exotic and remote private beaches is part of Olympia. Quick afternoons water -sking or wakeboard ing are
also available using this powerful and safe tender to better explore your destinations.

The deck saloon, which is separated by a glass do or from the alfresco lounge in the aft has interesting bulkhead
stairs so that the visuals are uninterrupted from stern to stem.

The sofa and its SonuyplLEDTY treakibséparate from thareigpt o pseated dining table which is
up a step . On b oth side s, above the main deck, a passage leads from there to the fly -bridge which has
attractive non -scratch anthracite grey trim and an U -shape sofa with pop -out table for guests who want to
watch the navigation process. To the port of the saloon is the steel and teak galley with its watertight outside
port.

The flying bridge is home to the second pilot station but also boasts two ample sun pads and BBQ area for
snacks and meals , complete with an huge U -shaped sofa and a large table both shaded by a canopy that

stretches out on the bi  mini frame from the roll bar.

Destinations

Phang Nga Bay

Just a few miles northeast of Phuket is the star attraction - Phang Na Bay. Here are more than 100 islands with geology
varying from low, gently sloping hills to the sheer  -sided limeston e Sea Mountains (karsts) that rise vertically out of the water to
stunning heights. Images of Phang Nag and its steep, majestic and strange outcrops have travelled the world.
While the bay itself is not large, the number of islands, inlets, mangrove chann els and sea caves to be explored ensures that
no matter how long a yachtsman spends here, new experiences will always be around the corner.

Krabi
Koh Hong is part of a group of island one hour north of Krabi. Koh Hong has only one beach - Pelay Beach - butitis
recognized for being extremely beautiful, boasting fine white sand, coral and lots of varieties of tropical fish. Pelay Beach is

framed by limestone rock formations which give it an enclosed feel. Coupled with the fact that there are seldom many
pe ople there, Koh Hong very much offers a "desert island" experience.

Phi Phi Islands
South of Krabi and east of Phuket you discover the Phi Phi Islands - one of the most beautiful island groups anywhere.
Spectacular vertical cliffs rising from clear seas, beautiful lagoons enclosed by rock walls and idyllic tropical beaches have

rightly made these islands amongst the most famous in the world. In 1998 the southernmost of the two islands, Phi Phi Le was
chosen as the location for filming "The Beach", starring Leonardo Di Caprio.

Racha Islands

Racha Islands are one of the real tropical paradises close to Phuket. Racha Yai's northwest coast is Ao Tqwan Tok (known as
Ao Bungalow). The sand is snow white and has the consistency of talcum powder. The clear water m akes it excellent for
swimming and snorkeling. Racha Noi isit s smaller twin. This island is uninhabited and has more rocks than beaches.

Similan Islands

Here, huge granite boulders tell of an entirely different geological process to that which created Ph ang Na Bay. Astonishing
smooth, weather -worn rocks the size of cars and houses tumble down the island's shorelines, looking like the left -over
playthings of a mystical giant.

Plummeting 35 meters and more to the seabed, these rocks create a phenomenal unde rwater world that has been a
magnet to divers for years. The crystal -clear water is legendary, while the coral reefs are reputed to be the most colorful and
diverse in Thailand.
